PRE-REGISTRATION FOR MONDAY OPEN, THURSDAY OPEN AND FRIDAY MIXED LEAGUES
Again this year the club is looking for teams to pre-register for the Monday and Thursday Open and Friday Mixed leagues in order to ensure yourselves a spot for next year.   Returning teams may pre-register up to May 1, 2006 for next season, after which, all remaining open spots will be filled on a first come – first served basis.  The conditions for pre-registration have not changed and are described below.  However, it would be greatly appreciated if payments could be made by cheque from each individual on the team in order to facilitate tracking of all payments.

Pre-registration is by team only, with the registration and associated deposits to be submitted by the skip to the league coordinator.  The deposit is per person and is $100, regardless of whether you are registering on one, two or 3 teams (ie: it is only paid once).  The pre-registration form submitted by the skip must include the names of at least 3 (or in the case of Friday Mixed at least 2) club members and must include the deposits for these members or else indicate that the deposit has been paid under a different team and night.

The $100 deposit is due and payable at the time the pre-registration form is submitted and will of course be deducted from your total fees payable in September.  The deposit is refundable up to December 31, 2006 only if a fully paid member takes your place on the team or under extenuating circumstances to be assessed on a case-by-case basis.

New teams from outside the club will be allowed to pre-register after May 1, under the same conditions, with the exception deposits from all four team members will be required before the application is accepted.

Forms and full details with respect to this new policy will be available in early March and will also be posted about the club.

CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP BONSPIEL, 2006

This, our closing Bonspiel, will begin on Saturday, April 8th with daytime draws and proceed with weekday evening draws in a play down series.  The wind up will be on Wednesday evening, April 26th, with the Championship Games, trophies & cash, Playdown prize presentations, distribution of sponsors’ door prizes to lucky ticket holders, good food and a fine celebration.
Letters soliciting door prizes have been sent to many firms servicing our Club.  Enthusiastic responses have already been received. Any donations from Club members or their employers would also be appreciated.
As this is the CHCC 50th Anniversary year, we have introduced some variations in this Spiel.  This year there will be four flights (A,B,C,D) with each team guaranteed 3 games. On championship night, the flight finals of all four Divisions will be held and there will be prize money distributed in each Division. The April 26 final games will be 10 ends, giving all finalists a chance to use different playing strategies. All other games will be 8 ends.  

The Club Championship will be limited to 32 teams. Only 7 entries are reserved for the top teams of each of the following leagues: Day Men, Day Ladies, Monday Open, Business Women, Thursday Open, Friday Mixed and Juniors.  Should any of the League top teams choose not to enter, the league coordinator may choose an alternate team, or leave the spot open for general club use. The 25 other entries are to be allocated on a first come first paid basis. The entry fee is $40.00 per team: these fees are to be used for cash prizes, trophies and snacks.
The Club Championship Bonspiel rules are as follows: All team members must be CHCC regular or rental members in good standing; team members can play on one team only & cannot spare on another team; in every game, each team must have two players who are team members; spares must be CHCC members and can spare for more than one team; spares must play a front-end position; all games are to be played at the designated date and time; if changes are required, they must be cleared through the Match Chair or Club manager; Games are 8 ends (except the finals), with ties decided by an extra end played to glass; a coin flip will determine hammer and colour; the Four-rock rule will apply.
The Club Championship Bonspiel should provide a great opportunity for many Club members to have an enjoyable competitive series of games, prove their Team mettle, demonstrate their skills, and reap the rewards they deserve!   Good luck to all!

THE FORD HOT SHOTS COMPETITION, 2005-2006 

Wondering why there are some 40 small discs imbedded in our ice?  They’re for the Ford Dealer Hot Shots Skills Competition. They’re there for you!  Last year C.H.C.C. And Campbell Ford of Ottawa initiated the Ford Dealer Hot Shots event in Ottawa at our Club. We are going to do it again! This event is similar to the Ford Hot Shots competition at the Tim Hortons Brier and the Scott Tournament of Hearts.
The event consists of a qualifying event and a final playdown between the top four highest scorers in the qualifying event. Each participant (after 5 minutes practice) throws six skill testing point-valued shots within 15 minutes, for a possible total score of 30 points. The highest scorer in the final playdown is champion and eligible for a special Ford prize package. Other participants are eligible for other prizes. The requirement is 20 minutes per player. Campbell Ford of Ottawa provides the marketing package, the rules, posters, and prizes. The Club pays an entry fee, provides the ice time and volunteers to run the events. Curlers sign up, pay a small entry fee to offset CHCC costs, enter the competition, get and compare their results locally and nationally. Substantial prizes and Ford freebies are an added attraction. 
This year’s Ford Dealer Hot Shot Skill Competition here should interest all keen curlers. It is well worth 20 minutes and a few $$ to find out just how good you are at some tricky shots!
Watch for further notices around the Club. They’ll describe the Hot Shots, and the scheduling of events. We intend to have several convenient times set aside for the qualifying event. �Do not disturb the curler in the hack.  Keep your distance, be silent and motionless. 


 





�Do not gather around the hack or house when your opposition is in the hack.  When you are a sweeper, your position is on the sidelines between the hog lines.








�Do not crowd into the centre of the ice before or after a stone has been delivered.  Stand to the side of the sheet so that the thrower has a chance to see where the rock is going.





�Do not walk or run across the ice when a player is in the hack.  This interferes with his/her concentration.
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
